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•	Higher performance Pentium notebooks are seeing 90 day shipment delays due to shortages of 12 and 11" display supplies requiring a next-generation manufacturing technique


•	New research indicates Web solutions may not be less expensive than Lotus Notes for intranet systems


•	Lotus tripled the number of Notes seats from first quarter 95 to first quarter 96


•	Microsoft stated recently that the planned life of Windows 95 has been extended six months to August 97 before releasing their next generation product - Microsoft's capitalization passed $63 Billion and IBM's street value


•	Compaq continues the long industry trend of competitiveness and activity with a June schedule of a complete product line revamping


•	Contrary to pre release Microsoft announcements that Windows 95 allows an upgrade path to Windows NT, officials confirmed late in April that there will be no automated upgrade to NT Workstation Version 4.0


•	To be available in the second half of 96, IBM demonstrated the next version of OS/2 Warp, called "Merlin", which will strengthen networking and voice command features and adds a "WarpCenter" styled after a blend of Lotus SmartCenter and Warp LaunchPad


•	Intel plans to release in the fourth quarter a new line of Pentium Pro "Klamath" chips starting at 200MHz, followed by 266-333MHz "Deschutes"


•	In 94, local reseller Computer Discount Warehouse's stock increased 143% to the low 40's, one of the top performers of the year.  For the week ended April 19, they again were in the top risers for the week going from $53 to $65.
